The Greater Green Valley Community Foundation is offering $12,500 matching as a partner fund to encourage community benefit (non-profit) organizations to consider endowments as part of their long-term strategies.  These funds will be available to one (1) organization wanting to establish a new endowment for their organization at the Community Foundation.

About Endowments

Endowments are created as a permanent organization fund.  Working with the Foundation is an ideal way to create an endowment fund on your organization’s behalf.  The Foundation handles the record keeping, gift acceptance, investment management, and distribution of earnings.  We also accept gifts into your fund from donors.  Your fund’s annual earnings amount provides an ongoing source of unrestricted income to your organization.

An endowment fund diversifies your revenue stream and frees you to focus on your mission and use of the endowment’s earnings most strategically.  Your organization can benefit from a fund with the Greater Green Valley Community Foundation in the following ways:

· Stability and Responsibility:  A fund at the Foundation shows your donors that your organization is serious about its long-term financial stability.  We would provide a single-fund reporting to your organization.
· Prudent Investment Management:  The Foundation maintains your fund’s long-term investment performance by maximizing returns through professional investment management, diversification, and negotiated lower fees.  Your fund should generate a relatively stable income stream due to the Foundation’s judicious spending policies.
· Major and Planned Giving Expertise:  The Foundation’s staff and professional colleagues are experienced in helping donors achieve their goals through a major or planned gift.  We can assist your organization as you work with your donors, helping them make a gift to your fund using the most effective asset.
· Marketing support:  The Foundation can assist with efforts to market your agency endowment fund based on your organization’s need and outreach.
· Gift Acknowledgement:  The Foundation ensures that all of your fund donors are promptly and properly acknowledged for gifts received by us.
